Location:  Stone Mountain, St. Michaels and All Saints Episcopal Church

Hours:  9 a.m. to l2 noon, Monday through Thursday; Fridays are for family events and planning

Partners:   Families from Sudan; early learning partner:   Scottdale Early Learning; fiscal agent and program oversight:  CDF Action; primary funder:  United Way of Greater Atlanta; partner:  Early Learning Property Management

Families:  Approximately l2 children ages 3 – 5, whose families speak Dinka, Arabic, and English

[bookmark: _GoBack]Teachers: (a) Lead teacher, Master’s degree; TESOL certification; experience as supervisor of a refugee literacy program;  (b) Assistant lead teacher, Child Development Associate (CDA) national credential,  experience as teacher in  Montessori and Reggio Emilia programs, bi-lingual English and Arabic; (c) Assistant teacher, speaks Dinka and English; enrolled in a CDA class.

Curriculum:  Creative Curriculum; Eat. Move. Talk! Ages and Stages Questionnaire – screening tool  

Purpose:
· Engage families in their children’s early learning, 
· Promote the importance of children’s learning in their home language as well as English
· Promote the importance of healthy eating, physical fitness, and literacy
· Engage families as decision-makers in their children’s programs and in the community
· Provide a welcoming, safe, joyful, and multi-cultural and multi-lingual learning environment and experience for children the year before Georgia Pre-K
· Screen children for developmental delays using Ages and Stages Questionnaire-3
· Support families as they identify and enroll their child in a Georgia Pre-Kindergarten program

Performance Objectives include:
· Families are engaged in the design and implementation of The READY School™
· Every child is at developmental milestones at Pre-K entry or is referred for further screening 
· Families report an increase in interacting with their child in their home language
· Families report an increase in reading, talking, and singing to their children
· Every eligible child transitions into a Georgia Pre-K program
· Families report an increase in accessing community resources and leadership opportunities
